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The Build Surrey  program of capital projects was 

developed to accelerate the transformation of the 

downtown core to create BCôs next metropolitan 

centre and to ensure the ongoing development of 

vibrant town centres.  

The multi -million dollar Build Surrey  program   

features construction of a new City Centre Library,  

and City Hall as well as pools, recreation centres,      

artificial turf fields, pedestrian and cycling trails, 

police and fire facilities and new parkland          

developed across the City. Projects will be        

constructed between 2010 -2016.

Building A Clean Energy Hub 
Already home to a number of dynamic clean energy companies   

including Endurance Wind Power, Delta Controls and Powertech 

Labs, the City is working to build a clean energy hub in Surrey in 

cooperation with industry, government and academic partners.    

Elements of this initiative will include:  

¶ Establishing an incubator centre for the commercialization of 

clean energy research;  

¶ Implementing incentives to encourage clean energy companies 

to locate in Surrey; and  

¶ Developing and implementing an effective marketing strategy.  

 

The City will provide the following incentives for new clean energy 

companies who choose to locate in Surrey:  

¶ Eliminate property taxes for 3 years from the date of occupancy;  

¶ Reduce building permit fees related to the construction of the 

company premises by 50%; and  

¶ Reduce the business license fee to $1 for the first 3 years of 

company operation.   

 

The City will also undertake other projects that demonstrate a commitment to clean energy and the environment such 

as the construction of a biofuel facility ; introducing a  district energy system to support new development in the    

Surrey City Centre; establishing the regionôs first Eco Centre and  greening the City vehicle fleet.  

 

On March 30, 2010 a letter of intent was signed between the City of Surrey, Powertech Labs and Simon Fraser       

University confirming an intention to work together on projects to advance sustainability in Surrey through clean    

energy initiatives.
